HIDES AND SKINS REGULATIONS

(under section 18 of the Act)

Date of commencement: 1st January, 1956.

Application for buyer’s licence.
1.
(1)
Every application for a buyer’s licence or the renewal of such a licence shall be made on a form approved by the Director and shall be accompanied by the prescribed fee.

(2)
The fee for a buyer’s licence shall be twenty emalengeni.

(3)
Where the holder of a valid buyer’s licence employs agents to purchase hides and skins on his behalf an additional fee of six rand shall be payable in respect of each such agent.

(4)
If the liability to take out any licence under this regulation commences after the first day of July in any year, the amount chargeable shall, save and except as otherwise provided, be one-half of that amount.

Application for exporter’s licence.
2.
(1)
Every application for an exporter’s licence or the renewal of such licence shall be made to the Minister on a form approved by the Director and shall be accompanied by the prescribed fee.

(2)
If the applicant is a company, the application shall be made by the managing director or by the secretary of such company.

(3)
The names of all the directors of such company shall be stated in such application.

(4)
If the applicant is a partnership, the application shall be made by one of the partners, and the names of all the partners in the partnership shall be stated in such application.

(5)
It shall be a condition of every exporter’s licence issued to a company or partnership that any change in, or addition to, the directors of a company or the partners in a partnership shall immediately be notified to the Minister.

(6)
The fee for an exporter’s licence shall be forty emalengeni in respect of every centre at which warehouses, sheds or other premises are used by an exporter for preparing hides or skins for export but if the liability to take out an exporter’s licence commences after the first day of July in any year, the amount chargeable shall, save and except as otherwise provided, be one-half of that amount.

Requirements as to warehouse.
3.
Every warehouse, shed or other premises used by an exporter for preparing, protecting against damage, sorting or otherwise treating hides and skins shall —


(a)
have floors of concrete or other impervious material approved by the Director;


(b)
have a watertight roof;


(c)
where it is used for hides only, have a minimum floor space of two thousand square feet; for skins only, five hundred square feet and for both hides and skins three thousand square feet;


(d)
have such light, natural or artificial, as will permit a clear and detailed observation of the surface of hides and skins;


(e)
have the facilities, material and equipment for protecting hides and skins in the manner prescribed in regulation 6;


(f)
have suitable facilities for weighing hides and skins;


(g)
be so constructed that the base of every stack or pile of hides and skins rests on a slatted wooden platform at least six inches above floor level.

Duties of exporters.
4.
Every exporter shall —


(a)
use a baling press capable of compressing one ton of hides or skins into a space not greater than seventy-five cubic feet;


(b)
keep every baling press used by him for baling hides or skins in good and proper condition;


(c)
take all necessary precautions to prevent such hides or skins from being damaged during transit and to prevent any cutting, tearing, cracking or staining of such hides or skins during the process of baling or thereafter.

Protection of hides and skins.
5.
Every exporter shall protect every hide or skin from insect damage, in the case of prepared hides or skins as soon as may be after purchase, and in the case of green hides and skins, as soon as may be after they have been prepared for sale and, in any case, before such prepared hides and skins are placed in contact with other hides or skins stored in the premises to which his licence relates by treating such hide or skin with one of the following preservatives, which shall be applied in the form of a liquid spray or as a powder, in a sufficient quantity to both sides of such hide or skin —


(a)
Pyrethrum in a powdered form;


(b)
P-dichlor-benzene in a powdered form;


(c)
D.D.T. (dichloro-diphenyl-trichiorethane) of not less than 4 per cent, in powdered form;


(d)
Benzene Hexachloride in powdered form, containing not less than 0.5 per cent of gamma isomer;


(e)
Sodium silico-fluoride in the form of a powder, containing not less than 40 per cent of pure sodium silico-fluoride;


(f)
a solution containing not less than 0.5 per cent of arsenic calculated as arsenious oxide;


(g)
any preparation containing one or more of these compounds provided that where a preparation consists of a mixture of one or more of such compounds, such compounds shall contain the minimum concentration required by this regulation where such minimum is specified; or


(h)
any other preparation which may from time to time be approved by the Director.

Application for registration certificates.
6.
(1)
Every application for the issue of a registration certificate under section 12 of the Act shall be made in writing to the Director and shall be accompanied by the prescribed fee.

(2)
The fee for such certificate shall be two emalengeni and such certificate shall be in a form decided upon by the Director.

(3)
Such registration certificate shall be displayed prominently at the premises to which it relates.

Permit to export.
7.
No person shall remove, permit or cause to be removed any hides or skins from Swaziland to any neighbouring country except under a permit to be obtained in every case from the Director, or an inspector authorised thereto by him.

Permission to import.
8.
No person shall introduce, permit or cause to be introduced into Swaziland, any hides or skins except on the written permission of the Director.

Approved ports of exit.
9.
No person shall export, permit or cause to be exported any hides or skins except through a port of exit approved by the Director.

Penalties.
10.
Any person who contravenes any provision of these regulations or fails to comply with any requirement thereof shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding two hundred emalengeni and in default of payment thereof to a term of imprisonment not exceeding six months or to both such fine and imprisonment.
