importation of stock regulations

(Under section 3 of the Act)

Date of commencement: 23rd December, 1937.

Prohibition against importation of animal products from Mozambique.

1.
The introduction into Swaziland from Mozambique of all animal products, including hides, skins, horns, hooves, wool, hair, feathers, milk, cream, blood, meat and manure is hereby prohibited, except by special permission of the Director of Veterinary Services.

Prohibition against importation of vegetable products from Mozambique.

2.
The introduction into Swaziland from Mozambique of all vegetable products including grass, grass hay, straw, lucerne, hay, mealies, mealie stalks and cobs, kaffir-corn and stalks, is hereby prohibited, except by special permission of the Director of Veterinary Services.

Penalties for contravention of regulations 1 and 2.

3.
Any person contravening any provision of regulations 1 or 2 shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to the penalties prescribed by regulation 45 of the Stock Diseases Regulations.

Prohibition against importation of animal products from Barberton.

4.
The introduction into Swaziland from the Barberton District of the Transvaal of all animal products, including hides, skins, horns, hoofs, wool, hair, feathers, milk, cream, blood, meat and manure, is hereby prohibited, except by special permission of the Director of Veterinary Services.

Prohibition against importation of vegetable products from Barberton.

5.
The introduction into Swaziland from the Barberton District of all vegetable products, including grass, grass hay, straw, lucerne, hay, mealies, mealie stalks and cobs, kaffir-corn and stalks, is hereby prohibited, except by special permission of the Director of Veterinary Services.

Penalties for contravention of regulations 4 and 5.

6.
Any person contravening any provision of regulations 4 or 5 shall be guilty of an offence and liable, on conviction, to a fine not exceeding one hundred emalangeni or in default of payment thereof to imprisonment not exceeding six months, and on a second or any subsequent conviction to a fine not exceeding two hundred emalangeni or to imprisonment not exceeding twelve months.
